Carlos vivía con su esposa, Jaqui y sus hijas, Valentina y Nicol, en el apartamento detrás la casa. 
Hayan tres perritos, Coqui, Sami, Copi y dos loros. La Familia tienen tienda pequena en frente de 
la casa. Alberto y Aida tenian dos hijos en los Estados Unidos en Virginia tambien. Hablaba 
español con la familia cada dia. 
 
Estudiaba en clases españoles lunes a viernes al Instituto de Idiomas de Maryknoll Padres y 
Hermanos. El instituto enseña los idiomas de español, quechua y aymará. Lo preparaba 
misioneros para que trabajar en Latina America. Hay gente de todos partes del mundo: India, 
Corea, Japon, Canada, Suisa e EEUU. Hayan munjas, sacerdotes, profesores, laicos, Protestantes 
y Catolicos. Aqui hay pareja suiza amable con sus cuatro niños. Son missioneros laicos 
Methodista. Preparaban para trabajar en Bolivia.

Greetings from Bolivia! 
 
I am in Cochabamba a city in valley in the Andes Mountains at an altitude of 8500 feet. I needed 
a week to adjust to the altitude. It is spring here and the weather is beautiful. The climate is 
similar to Los Angeles, California with the same kinds of plants, flowers and trees. It is a dry 
climate. The city was established by the Spaniards in 1571. The Cathedral was begun in 1574. 
 
I am living with a very nice family. Alberto and Aida are an older couple. There oldest son, Juan 
Carlos lives in an apartment on the compound with his wife, Jaquilin, and their two daughters, 
Valentina and Nicol. There are three dogs—Coqui, Sami and Copito. They also have two parrots. 
Alberto and Aida have two married sons who live in the state of Virginia in the U.S. I am 
speaking Spanish everyday with the family. 
 
I am in Spanish classes Monday through Friday at the Maryknoll Fathers and Brothers Language 
Institute. The institute teaches Spanish, Quechua and Aymará (these last two are indigenous 
languages). It prepares missionaries for work in Latin America. There are people from all over 
the world here: India, Japan, Korea, Canada, Switzerland, and the US. They are priests, nuns, 
brothers, teachers, lay-missionaries, Protestant and Catholic. There is a lovely Swiss couple here 



with their four children ages 5-12. They are Methodist lay missionaries and are preparing to 
work for several years in Bolivia. 
 
I am learning a lot, thanks be to God. I am remembering you in my thoughts and prayers. And I 
am looking forward to seeing you all when I return the first of December.
