Lent Days of Fast and Abstinence

Good Friday is a day of both fast and abstinence.
Good Friday is an obligatory day of fast and abstinence. Fast-
ing is obligatory for all who have completed their 18th year and
have not yet reached their 60th year. Fasting allows a person to
eat one full meal. Two smaller meals may be taken, not to equal
one full meal. Abstinence (from meat) is obligatory for all who
have reached their 14th year.

Fridays in Lent are obligatory days of complete abstinence

(from meat) for all who have completed their 14th year.

“No one should be scrupulous in this regard, failure to observe some peniten-
tial day is not considered serious; rather it is failure to observe any peniten-
tial days at all or a substantial number of such, which is considered serious.”

Shepherds Field Olive Wood Handcrafts
A group from the Holy Land (Bethlehem & Jerusalem) will be

here on February 16th and 17th selling religious articles
after masses on behalf of the Christian Catholic families in Beth-
lehem. These families work in small workshops to produce reli-
gious articles from olive wood that represent the Christian art of
the Holy Land. They used to sell their products to pilgrims who
visited the Holy Land but these days they face an economic hard-
ship as there are few tourists who travel there because of security
issues. Many of them immigrated and left the Holy Land. The
percentage of Christians in the holy land has dropped to less than
2%. If this hardship continues as it is now, we believe in a few
years there will be no Christian people in Bethlehem or Jerusa-
lem, where Jesus was born. Sales will be used to help and sup-
port the Catholics in the Holy Land and to encourage them not to
immigrate.
