Ayuno permite a la persona solo comer una comida 

completa al día. Con dos porciones menores que equivalen a 

una comida completa . Abstinencia de comer carne es 

obligación desde los 14 años de edad.  

Los Viernes de Cuaresma obliga a no comer carne desde los 

14 años de edad.  

"Nadie debe ser escrupuloso si no puede cumplir con algo en día de 

penitencia, no es considerado serio; mejor dicho si no puede cumplir

Lent Days of Fast and Abstinence  
Good Friday is a day of both fast and abstinence.  

Good Friday is an obligatory day of fast and abstinence. Fast-

ing is obligatory for all who have completed their 18th year and 

have not yet reached their 60th year. Fasting allows a person to 

eat one full meal. Two smaller meals may be taken, not to equal 

one full meal. Abstinence (from meat) is obligatory for all who 

have reached their 14th year.  

Fridays in Lent are obligatory days of complete abstinence 

(from meat) for all who have completed their 14th year.  
“No one should be scrupulous in this regard; failure to observe some peniten-

tial day is not considered serious; rather it is failure to observe any peniten-

tial days at all or a substantial number of such, which is considered serious.”

¶ postnasal drip  

¶ feeling tired  

 

What you can do  
There  is no cure, but, staying away from things that 

cause allergy attacks will help, avoid these triggers: 

¶ driving with the car window down,  

¶ cutting grasses and weeds, or wear a mask and 

shower and change your clothes after yard work  

¶  chemical fumes  

¶ tobacco smoke  

¶  perfumes, perfumed soaps and lotions  

¶  dust, or freshly swept rooms  

¶ musty pillow, mattresses,

icines regularly as prescribed by your doctor, and contin-

ue medicines for at least one week, this will help to pre-

vent recurrences.
