Nurses Notes:  

Pertussis  

Also called whooping cough  
 

The California Department of Public Health reported 4558 

cases of Pertussis as of June 24th.  
 

The majority of cases have been among infants and children 

between age 6-17 years old, and the highest incidences have 

occurred in Sonoma, Napa, and Marin counties.  The symp-

toms of pertussis vary by age. For children, pertussis typical-

ly starts with a cough and runny nose that can last up to two 

weeks. The cough then worsens and turns into rapid coughing 

spells that end with a tell-tale “whooping” sound. Young 

infants may not have typical pertussis symptoms and may 

have no apparent cough. Parents describe episodes in which 

the infant’s face turns red or purple. For adults, pertussis may 

simply be a cough that lasts for several weeks.

¶ Get vaccinated, especially pregnant women, babysitters, 

older siblings, parents and grandparents who are around 

babies  

¶ Wash your hands often,
