 What’s HIV/AIDS? 

Progression to AIDS 

If you receive no treatment for your HIV infection, the disease typically 

progresses to AIDS in about 10 years.  By the time AIDS develops, your 

immune system has been severely damaged, making you susceptible to 

opportunistic infections - diseases that wouldn’t trouble a person with a 

healthy immune system.  The signs and symptoms of some of these in-

fections may include: 
¶ Soaking night sweats 

¶ Shaking chills or fever higher that 100F (38C) for several weeks 

¶ Cough and shortness of breath 

¶ Chronic Diarrhea 

¶ Persistent white spots or unusual lesions on your tongue or in 

your mouth 

¶ Headaches 

¶ Persistent, unexplained fatigue 

¶ Blurred and distorted vision 

¶ Weight loss
