What is the difference between HIV and 

AIDS ? 
 

HIV/AIDS cont- TESTING AND TREATMENT 
 

Testing: HIV tests are a normal part of health care. If you 

think you may have been exposed to HIV, talk with your 

health care provider about testing. Talking about what risks 

you’ve taken can help you decide whether testing is right for 

you. Tests are available from most physicians, hospitals and 

health clinics. Local, state, and federal health departments 

offer free testing. You can also buy an HIV home test kit. 
 

Treatment: There’s no cure for HIV/AIDS, but a variety of 

drugs can be used in combination to control the virus. Each of 

the classes of anti-HIV drugs blocks the virus in different 

ways. It’s best to combine at least three drugs from two differ-

ent classes to avoid creating strains of HIV that are immune to 

single drugs. The classes of anti-HIV drugs include: 

 Non-nucleoside reverse transcriptase inhibitors 

 Nucleoside reverse transcriptase inhibitors 

 Protease inhibitors 

 Entry or fusion inhibitors 

 Integrase inhibitors 
 

Treatment can be difficult involving taking multiple pills at 

specific times every day for the rest of your life. Treatment 

should reduce your viral load to the point where it’s undetecta-

ble. HIV can still be transmitted if your viral load is undetecta-

ble.
